Recovery and Role Clarity

My November 6th surgeon visit brought excellent news—my right rotator cuff surgery recovery is ahead of
schedule with outstanding healing and mobility progress. The next phase involves lifting restrictions to a
maximum of 5 pounds and gradual increases in movement through my December 18th follow-up.

This recovery period coincided perfectly with clarifying my role. I've % .
transitioned from “MPD Ministry Mobilizer of International Ministries” to
“Ministry Partnership Coach”—a title that better reflects how I'm equipping
our international team. Physical therapy has been invaluable, much like the
coaching relationships that strengthen our ministry partners.
